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PITCHING INSTRUCTIONS

The Green Outdoor Campfire Tent can be pitched in a number of different configurations depending on the conditions. The front and side panels of the porch area are optional as is the cotton inner tent. Some of the poles are also optional adding greater strength and stability when used. When needing to travel light these components can be left behind.
Pitching the main tent
1) Lay tent on the ground in the approximate position you wish it to be pitched.
2) Pitching the main tent is easiest without the front and side panels attached so if these are still attached from your last pitch, remove them and set them to one side.
3) Begin by pegging out the rear of the tent using the three pegging points at ground level. Next, loosely peg the centre guy line on the rear fringe. This will provide some tension to help keep the tent upright as the main pole goes up.
4) Next secure the 2 pegging points at the front of the main sleeping area of the tent ensuring that the retaining strap across the front is taught and the pin to locate the main upright pole can move freely. 

5) Next fold back the front porch over the back of the tent as far as it will go to expose the poles sleeve for the main central pole system.
6) Assemble the main ridge pole, the longest of the poles marked with red tape, and slide it carefully through the pole sleeve and centre it so that both ends are visible.
7) Next assemble the main side supports also marked with matching red tape. Taking each pole in turn, insert the small spike on the top through the hole at the end of the main ridge pole and locate the open end of the pole over the pole pin at ground level and pull the tension strap taught. (N.B. Should your poles happen to have plastic caps on the end, these should be removed to enable the poles to be located on the pins)
8) Fasten the pole to the side of the tent using the ties provided.
9) Next locate the guy line in the centre of the front of the porch.
10) Using this guy line, carefully pull the porch back over the main pole towards the front of the tent and raise the centre pole system into the upright position and peg it out to hold it in place whilst completing the rest of the pitch.
11) Adjust the length of the front and rear guy lines to get the pole into the right position.
12) Now, returning to the rear of the tent, peg out the rest of the guy lines on the fringe. Your tent comes with a set of short poles marked with white tape that can be added at this stage to give additional rigidity. These are not essential however so if weight is an issue these can be left behind. If these are required, insert the spike on the end of the pole through the brass eyelet or the triangular ring where the guy line attaches. Place the other end of the pole over the pin attached to the ring at ground level. If using the triangular ring, attach the guy line to the pole spike instead of the ring for optimum tension.
13) Now assemble the two vertical poles for the front of the porch. These are marked with blue tape and have long spikes on the top. There is a third pole marked with blue tape which only has a small spike on the top. This has several uses described below.
14) Slacken off the single front guy line slightly.
15) Taking each pole in turn, insert the spike on the end of the pole through the eyelet at the front corner of the porch and push into the upright position. Secure it by pegging out the guy lines attached to the porch at the top of the pole.

16) Once both poles are in place, the centre guy line can be removed and tied up out of the way.

17) Go around the tent pegging out all the additional guy lines and adjust to ensure the tent is as taught as possible. Pay particular attention to the guy lines either side of the main pole and ensure they give good lateral support against side winds.
18) Your tent comes with an additional ridge pole marked with blue tape to match the uprights that can be used to add strength to the front of the porch. If this is required, place the ends of the ridge pole over the spikes on the uprights at the front of the porch before inserting the spikes through the eyelets in stage 15.

19) The ridge pole also has a small hole in the centre. This should point downwards and allows for the use of the additional centre upright pole for added strength and stability.

20) This additional upright pole has a dual purpose. It can be used to add support to the front ridge pole in the porch or it can be used in conjunction with the guy lines on the roof of the main sleeping area to give added tension and better run-off in the event of heavy rain. A long stick can be used to achieve the same effect. To use the pole in this way, secure the guy lines to the top of the pole and then use an additional guy line to attach to the pole spike to pull the guy lines taught.

21) If you wish to use the side or front panels, these can be zipped into place now.
22) If you are using the inner tent, lay it in position in the main sleeping area and fasten the base to the outer tent using the hooks on elastic around the groundsheet. Then working your way up from the base, connect the inner tent to the flysheet using the toggles and eyelets, ending with the ones to the sides and top of the entrance.  
23) If not using the inner tent, lay out the groundsheet inside the tent and peg down.
USE & CARE
Waterproofing

The fabric of your tent is waterproof up to British standards but the seams are not taped and so some ingress of water is possible in extreme conditions. This can be overcome by treating the seams with a suitable fabric waterproofing agent available from most outdoor shops. Treating the tent in this way also helps to prevent colour fading and prolongs the life of the fabric.    
General usage

Tents are most comfortable if they are well ventilated at all times. Ventilate the tent at every possible opportunity, utilising the featured vents. This will help reduce the build up of condensation within the tent and avoid the inner tent becoming damp.
Once you have carried out a practice pitch, leave the tent up to allow it to be rained on or 'weathered'. Canvas tents achieve their optimum shape, strength and efficiency after getting thoroughly wet and dried out naturally. This is called 'weathering'. Do not use a silicone treatment on seams prior to weathering as this can prevent the fibres swelling to seal the seams. Whilst all the seams on your tent have been taped to prevent water passing through into the tent the less water that gets into these seams the better.
Obviously, different tent types are suitable for different extremes of terrain or weather conditions. This is reflected in the price and design, we will advise you which is the most suitable for your typical use.
Fire bowls, fire boxes, BBQs, Stoves
Your Tent has been designed to allow for the use of a small firebox, barbeque or stove inside the porch area of the tent should you consider it safe to do so.

If using a stove with a flue pipe, it is very important that the fabric of the tent does not come into direct contact with the stove flue as the high temperatures could cause the fabric to ignite. Please refer to stove manufacturers instructions on how to protect the fabric of your tent from the flue.
We would not recommend the use of any naked flame inside the inner tent.
Important note: Our fabrics are not fire retardant. This is a deliberate choice that we have made due to the number of harmful chemicals used in the process of treating fabrics to make them fire retardant. These chemical treatments also reduce the life of the fabric.
Customers using stoves and fireboxes and any other form of naked flame inside one of our tents do so at their own risk.
Please exercise the utmost caution when using any kind of naked flame inside your tent.

Storage

Tents are best-stored open out in a dry well aired place. If this is not possible, please ensure your tent is completely dry before packing it away and storing for any length of time. Failure to do so could lead to shrinkage and result in your tent being damaged by Mildew. At the first sign of mildew dry out your tent completely, brush carefully and re-proof if necessary. Severe cases may need to be cut out and re-patched.
Cleaning

To maintain the performance of the tent, remove dirt from the tent by brushing or by gently washing it with a suitable sponge and clean pure water. NEVER use detergents.
Do not scrub - rinse well and dry thoroughly, re-proofing if necessary. Contact us for best advice on which reproofing agent to use
Condensation

This is caused by moisture in the atmosphere, respiration and perspiration of the occupants. The moisture in the air comes into contact with the colder fabric and framework and condenses into water droplets. This is not to be confused with the tent leaking. On the contrary the problem is caused by water trying to get out of the tent rather than trying to leak in! Taking the following precautions can reduce condensation:

1) Adequate ventilation

2) Do not cook inside the tent

3) Where possible, avoid storing wet/damp clothing and equipment inside the tent

4) Use a groundsheet in the living area of the tent. This reduces the amount of moisture rising out of the ground.

5) Always take the opportunity to air sleeping bags when the sun is out, as sleeping bags tend to store moisture from the user.
